authenticity.

e Story Line - there should be a theme or storyline. If the subject is historical, depict it accurately.

e GroundWork - all elements of buildings, roads, vegetation, terrain materials, vegetation, etc.

® Presentation - All elements should come together as a single, cohesive unit with no features, or parts
of features, out of place within the diorama as a whole.
